GUIDE TO GROUND STABILISATION
Definition

The drilling of holes to locate voids or loose ground caused by extraction of minerals,
tunnelling or solution features and their subsequent consolidation by the process of
controlled injection of material, usually in a temporary fluid phase into soil and rock,
where it stiffens to improve the physical characteristics of the ground.

Uses
¢ Infilling mineral or mine workings
Infilling mine shafts
Consolidating Solution features (e.g. swallow holes and sink holes)
Infilling abandoned underground pipe work
Infilling abandoned tunnels etc.
Stabilising ground ahead of construction works

Be Aware!
The success or failure of any geotechnical works are dependent on a thorough site
investigation to determine the nature of the strata.
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
